QLD Localities: As reported in pre-release notes, a process that identifies and corrects minor
topological inconsistencies within jurisdiction locality themes was not applied correctly
during the course of normal productions. The resulting dataset had a number of (very) small
gaps/overlaps which was subsequently used in the production of associated road, postcode
and address datasets.
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Following the production of the associated datasets PSMA has regenerate a topologically
consistent version of the QLD locality boundaries which is included automatically in
downloads users will receive. It is expected that there will be no impact associated with the
address and road themes however it is likely that there will be small inconsistencies between
this theme and the QLD postcode theme.
